Colored sand is prepared by grinding rocks When |t
is fine enough to be sieved through coarse cloth, pow-
dered dyes are added to wet the sand. After it has
dried, it is resieved several times and packed into
labeled bags.
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The precise lines and exact measurements of the man-
dalas are called "thig.”" These are drawn with particu-
lar care according to ancient texts.
